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National Liftshare Day

Thursday 14th of June



Tayside and Central Scotland Transport Partnership (tactran) will launch its regional car sharing database on National Liftshare Day on Thursday 14th June.  
The www.tactranliftshare.com website is being launched to help people who live and work in the region to match journey routes and times so that they might make car-sharing arrangements. 
Funded from a Scottish Executive grant and including information on each of the four partner local authority liftsharing schemes, the site is free and available both to private groups and to the general public, including non car-owners. 
TACTRAN Director, Eric Guthrie said, “
Members enter their journeys on the site and, when suitable matches are identified, are emailed basic recipient information such as first names and postcode area. The whole process is facilitated through tactranliftshare and security advice on contacting and meeting potential sharers is fully provided on the website”.  
“With the extensive movement of commuters across the region for work, study and leisure, the introduction of tactranliftshare will benefit many from, Angus, Dundee, Perth and Kinross, Stirling and outside the region.  Anyone can register a journey, whether it's a daily commute or a one-off journey.” 

There are already 800 liftshare members across the region and, with 41% of those having found a match, over 1.7 million road miles and 336 tonnes of Co2 have been saved so far! 
Mr Guthrie added, 
“Promoting sustainable transport is fundamental to tactran’s Regional Transport Strategy aims of reducing congestion and also reducing the impact transport has on our local and global environment.  The introduction of a regional lift sharing database  promotes more  sustainable use of the private motor car and  provides people with new choices and opportunities to reduce their impact on the environment when travelling by car.”


 
Major employers are also supporting the initiative by forming private groups within the scheme.  In addition to the partner Councils’ own sites, NHS Tayside, The University of Dundee and Stirling University are already operating liftshare schemes.  By encouraging employees to car share, a considerable reduction in drive-alone journeys can be achieved.  This in turn will help in cutting congestion, which is good for the local economy as well as the environment.
